I can only 
assume that this generally means that 77% folk are generally satisfied with our efforts. I am sure that you 
agree with me that much has been undertaken already to address concerns and much careful thought given 
to how we can improve the school of which we are immensely proud. You have my promise and assurance 
that we never stand still. We are always pushing forward, listening to you our customers.  

At the time of circulation, I asked for your views about what could be put in to our school plan to improve the 
school experience in the year ahead. I am pleased to share with you our key priorities which have been 
generated from concerns in the survey, feedback given, ideas shared, the voice of the children and what our 
6 weekly data collection tells us. These priorities are clearly broken down term by term in an 80 page 
document, detailing how we intend to achieve the key priorities. Following the open behaviour meeting at 
the end of last academic year, we took on board the request of a parent to have more meetings of the same. 
We intend to facilitate this at the end of every term. Our first meeting will be on Friday 23rd October, 
following church worship. We shall look carefully at the school plan, advise you of what has been achieved 
and addressed and allow you the opportunity to feedback to advise and steer us for the forthcoming term. 
The cycle will then repeat itself every six weeks. We are passionate about making Hartlip School the school 
you want it to be for your children. Your feedback and voice is important to us. I look forward to working with 
you in this way.
